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Seven Trends that will transform Government 

Alan Shark, Executive Director PTI, presented 7 IT trends that will transform government. His findings are based on interviews and conversations with local government officials, discussions at PTI and other events, and dialog with local IT officials from overseas. The 7 areas discussed are: 

· Spending and investment - pressure to do more with less

· IT governance - centralization and consolidation

· Network computing, operations and security
· Regionalism/shared services as a necessity not a luxury

· Broadband deployment & multimedia systems – multimedia (4G) rules

· Social networking – beyond e-government takes hold

· Energy efficiency leadership
