Highlights of Last IAB Meeting - IAB Accomplishments

John Clark recaps the last IAB meeting from March 20, 2003 and provides a brief history of the IAB

· Cooperative Purchasing – Interim rule published May 7, 2003 with comments due July 7, 2003

· Status of the IAB report on High Payoff in Electronic Government
· Round Table Discussion – “Topics’ for the next IAB report
· Since 1997, the IAB has had 28 members, produced seven technical reports, and initiated intergovernmental initiative “Government Without Boundaries”.
Discussion on Disaster Management:
Mark Zimmerman, Project Manager for Disaster Management provided a brief overview of his E-gov initiative.  The Disaster Management e-Government Initiative is one of 24 initiatives established by the President’s Management Council.  An integrated team of partner agencies and organizations that perform Disaster Management activities will accomplish program delivery.  The Disaster Management e-Government Initiative initially will focus on providing information and services relating to the four pillars of all-hazards disaster management: preparedness, response, recovery, and mitigation.  Later phases will incorporate delivery of integrated, cross-agency processes and services to citizens, governments, and NGOs with emphasis on First Responder needs.  However, Mark stressed that Disaster Management primary customer is First Responders and the Citizen secondarily.

The Disaster Management e-Government Initiative will support a multitude of Federal Agency missions including FEMA’s mission to reduce the loss of life and property and protect our institutions from all hazards.  The partnerships established will support the Federal mission to provide the Nation a comprehensive, risk-based emergency management program of mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery.  Mark indicated that little or no effort had been take to promote awareness of the Disaster Management initiative or its’ disasterhelp.gov website.  Martha offered to help promote the initiative to our IAB and Intergovernmental network of  IT managers from State and Local governments.

Status of the Current IAB Product:

Darlene Meskell discussed the findings and results from the draft IAB report on Identifying High-Payoff E-Gov Initiatives.

Martha then listed some previous topic suggestions to kick-off the roundtable discussion and then asked each IAB member for their suggestions for the next IAB report.  The IAB members’ suggestions included:

· Wireless inoperability issues

· Intergovernmental Initiatives from the bottom up (state and local initiatives that are replicable and scalable among other levels of government) 

· Business Continuity

James Mackison is preparing a proposal and plan for a report on “Business Continuity”. Once completed the proposal will be shared with the IAB members for their comments and recommendations.
