Welcome and Opening Remarks:

At 2:00 p.m. Frank McDonough welcomed everyone to the meeting and outlined the topics for discussion:

· Final Rule on Cooperative Purchasing

· Status of the Current IAB Product

· Round Table Discussion for Topics of the Next IAB Product

· Future IAB Meetings 

Final Rule on Cooperative Purchasing:
Joel Hinzman led a discussion of state and local governments purchase of IT goods and services from Federal Supply Schedule 70.  GSA published a proposed rule entitled General Services Administration Acquisition Regulation; Federal Supply Schedule Contracts—Acquisition of Information Technology by State and Local Governments Through Federal Supply Schedules, in the January 27, 2003 issue of the Federal Register.

In the proposed rule GSA is proposing to amend the General Services Administration Acquisition Regulation (GSAR) to implement section 211 of the E-Government Act of 2002.  Section 211 authorizes the Administrator of GSA to provide for the use by States or local governments of its federal supply schedule for automated data processing equipment (including firmware), software, supplies, support equipment, and services (as contained in Federal supply classification code group 70). The target date for the final rule is April 19, 2003.

Status of the Current IAB Product:

Darlene Meskell discussed the findings and results from the draft IAB report on Identifying High-Payoff E-Gov Initiatives.   There are at least five ways to view “payoff” in electronic government programs.  Each category represents value provided to the taxpayers, through cost savings, economic development, synergies achieved through integration of government processes, strengthened democratic processes, and service to citizens and other constituent groups.  There are many tools that can be used to measure the performance of these programs.  However, it was acknowledged that the true value of E-government was not just a dollar and cent issue.  Martha encouraged IAB members to send any comments or concerns that they may have on the draft report to Darlene at darlene.meskell@gsa.gov.

Round Table Discussion on Topics for the Next IAB Product: 
Martha discussed the five IAB reports issued to date. 

· Innovative Funding Approaches for Information Technology Initiatives

Federal, State, and Local Government Experiences, January 1998

· Foundations for Successful Intergovernmental Management

Federal, State and Local Government Experiences, November 1998

· Integrated Service Delivery:  Governments Using Technology to Serve the Citizen 

International, Federal, State, and Local Government Experiences, August 1999

· The Many Silver Linings of the Y2K Challenges, January 2000

· Citizen Expectations for Electronic Government, September 2000
Martha also listed some previous topic suggestions to kick-off the roundtable discussion and then asked each IAB member for their suggestions for the next IAB report.  The IAB members agreed that inoperability between agencies and different levels of government was still an unsolved concern and issue. Additionally, there was a discussion about the perception that intergovernmental collaboration and cooperation is something new.  However, intergovernmental programs have been around for years in the world of criminal justice, public safety, and healthcare (i.e., Medicare, Medicaid).  There was strong consensus that a report on identifying the exiting intergovernmental programs would be of some value.  Martha concluded the roundtable discussion by saying that we would ask the other IAB members (not participating on the conference call) for their topic suggestions prior to making a decision on the next IAB product.
