Welcome and Opening Remarks:

At 2:00 p.m. Mr. Frank McDonough welcomed everyone to the meeting and outlined the topics for discussion:

· FGIPC Happenings

· The Next IAB Product

· Government Without Boundaries

· Future IAB Meetings 

Frank announced that Mr. Russ Doupnik has taken a new position with the State of Maryland as their Deputy Chief Information Officer and that Ms. Alisoun Moore, Chief Information Officer; Montgomery County Government Maryland has replaced Russ on the IAB as a local government representative.

Frank also introduced Ms. Darlene Meskell, Program Director, Office of Intergovernmental Solutions to the IAB members as a new GSA associate with OIS.

Federation of Government Information Processing Council Happenings:

Frank summarized the annual IAB report he delivered to the FGIPC board at the Management of Change Conference held in New Orleans, LA on June 2, 2002 regarding the IAB accomplishments from June 2001 to June 2002 (which included the GWoB demonstration project and the IAB report on “Wireless Technology in Government” dated November 2002).

The next IAB Product:

Frank reminded everyone that at the December 2001, IAB teleconference, Frank led a brainstorming session to identify topics for the next IAB report. After a lively discussion, the board selected Models for Measuring Government Website success, value and funding methodologies or Identifying High-Payoff E-gov Initiatives has the next IAB product.  

Frank then referred the board members to a draft IAB proposal for a study on Measuring the Payoff E-government Initiatives that was e-mailed to the board members earlier in the day.

Darlene discusses the approach and strategy for the next IAB report as outlined in the proposal document. 

Frank then led a discussion with the board members on the content of the proposal.  There was a wide range of comments and suggestions regarding the proposed study and its proposed questionnaire.   It was suggested that in addition to looking for examples of good upfront E-gov business cases that the study include examples of post implementation system evaluations or reviews.

Government Without Boundaries (GWoB) Update:



Ms. Martha Dorris and Mr. John Clark provided the latest status of the GWoB project. The States of New Jersey and Virginia, Fairfax County and the Department of Interior have been working on Cycle I products for Parks and Recreation pilot to include a facilities search and calendar of events search among the four jurisdictions.   A major portion of Cycle I of the GWoB’s Parks and Recreation pilot demonstration was completed on May 23, 2002 with the DOI’s demonstration of an enhanced Recreation.gov application (GWoB Cycle I, Parks and Recreation demonstration project) that successfully included the Commonwealth of Virginia’s Parks facilities data and the County of Fairfax’s Parks facilities data in Recreation.gov facilities search routine.  This integration of information and services from multiple levels of government is an example of the emerging seamless citizen-centric government of the future.  Martha mentioned that the GWoB Cycle I report was in the final stages of publication and would be available online at http://www.gwob.gov by the end of June 2002 with limited number of hard copies of report available by the end of July 2002.

In his closing remarks, Frank McDonough thanked everyone for another highly productive IAB meeting and that next IAB meeting is tentatively scheduled for Thursday, September 19, 2002 at 2PM EDT.
